Schumer Senator Schumer

Senator Schumer held a press conference at the International Maple Museum Centre to announce his
plan to re-authorize and increase funding for a program that helps the maple industry. It's called Acer and it
was part of the 2014 Farm Bill.

The Acer Access and Development Program, included as part of the 2014 Farm Bill, expired Sept. 30.
Despite being part of the Farm Bill since 2014, funding for the program only began in 2017 with $1 million
allocated. The program appropriation was increased to $2 million in 2018, about $500,000 of which came
directly back to New York state through a grant to the Cornell University College of Agriculture and Life Sci-
ences last month.

The Acer Program gives grants to state initiatives, tribal governments and research institutions for
research and education in maple production and business issues, sustainability of trees and to increase the
number of trees available to be tapped throughout the state by working to make more public and private
maple tree-rich land available to maple producers.
